DIRECTIONS TO  TRACT 

This property is located in Allen and 

Evangeline Parishes, Louisiana, on 

State Highway 104 between Oberlin 

and Mamou,  Louisiana .  From the 

intersection of US Highway 165 and 

State Highway 26 in Oberlin, travel 

east on State Highway 26 approxi-

mately 7.1 miles.  Turn east on State 

Highway 104 and travel approxi-

mately 4.7 miles at which point Cas-

tor Creek crosses under the highway.  

The tract lies to the north of State 

Highway 104 with Castor Creek 

serving as the west-

ern boundary. Con-

tinue traveling ap-

proximately 1.4 

miles east at which 

point a gated road 

joining the highway 

from the north 

serves as the main entrance.  The 

south boundary of the tract continues 

to follow State Highway 104 for an-

other .5 mile east.     



GENERAL INFORMATION 

 
 With a history of management for timberland, agricultural, and recreational uses, this unique property has 

much to offer.   With just under a 1,000 acres in heavily stocked merchantable pine stands and eight wood product 

facilities located within approximately 60 miles of the property, future owners can expect timber harvests to provide a 

continued source of revenue.  In addition, just under 100 acres is available for rice or crawfish production.  Hunting 

and fishing opportunities are second to none with more than 700 acres in bottomland hardwood running the length of 

Castor and Bayou Nezpique Creeks.  The majestic bottomland provides excellent habitat for whitetail deer and sea-

sonal waterfowl.  A fifteen acre lake offers additional recreational opportunities.  The property is currently leased for 

recreational use, and future owners could have the option of continuing the lease for annual income, or terminating 

the lease and enjoying the recreational resources for themselves.   Acreages by stand type are shown in the table below 

generated from GIS data.  GIS data indicates approximately 2,231 acres and deeded acres show approximately 2,271 

acres.
